THE PROGRAM
Bechtel has established a scholarship program to assist employees' children who plan to continue their education in college or university programs.  Scholarships are offered each year through Bechtel Group Foundation for full-time study at an accredited institution of the student's choice.

This scholarship program is administered by Scholarship Management Services, a division of Scholarship America.  Scholarship Management Services is the nation’s largest designer and manager of scholarship and tuition reimbursement programs for corporations, foundations, associations and individuals.  Awards are granted without regard to race, color, creed, religion, sexual orientation, age, gender, disability or national origin.

ELIGIBILITY
Applicants to The Bechtel Global Scholars Awards program must be –

· Children* of Bechtel employees worldwide, not eligible for other Bechtel scholars program(s).  If your parent is an employee of Bechtel Systems and Infrastructure Inc., please do not complete this application. You should complete the Citizen Scholars Program application. Bechtel employees are defined as those individuals who, as of the March 1 application deadline, are actively employed by Bechtel or one of its subsidiary companies and have at least one year of service. 

· Students in their last year of pre-college or pre-university study who plan to enroll in a full-time undergraduate course of study at an accredited two-, three-, or four- year college, university or vocational-technical school.  Scholarships are to be used within the next academic year.

*Children are defined as natural or legally adopted children, stepchildren, children of registered domestic partnerships, or legal wards of the Bechtel employee.

AWARDS
Scholarships will be up to U.S. $3,000 each, not to exceed the cost of one year’s educational expenses.  Awards are for undergraduate study for one year only and are not renewable. The maximum number of awards presented is 25.
APPLICATION
Interested students must complete the application and mail it along with a current, complete transcript of grades to Scholarship Management Services, postmarked no later than March 1.  Applications will be accepted up to one week after the close, however, must be postmarked on or before March 1.  International students concerned about Scholarship Management Services receiving their application within one week of March 1 may submit their materials in a sealed envelope to their Human Resources representative, who will send it on to Scholarship Management Services.

Applicants are responsible for gathering and submitting all necessary information.  Applications are evaluated on the information supplied by March 1. Answer all questions as completely as possible.  Ensure that your high school has submitted appropriate transcripts by the due date.  Incomplete applications will not be evaluated.  All information received is considered confidential and is reviewed only by Scholarship Management Services.

SELECTION OF RECIPIENTS
Applications are evaluated in three areas, which are weighted as follows: 70% on past academic performance, 15% on demonstrated leadership and participation in school activities, work experience, statement of career and educational aspirations and goals, unusual personal or family circumstances, and an outside appraisal, and 15% on involvement in volunteer community activities.  Financial need is not considered.

As an engineering and construction firm, Bechtel has a special interest in supporting young people who are pursuing degrees in science, technology, engineering, and math (STEM) careers. Each year the program will award up to 70 percent of its scholarships to students in these fields. This STEM criterion also includes construction related degrees. The remaining 30 percent of the scholarships will go to students pursuing degrees in all other disciplines.  Additionally, awards will be granted in proportion to the number of eligible applications received from each geographic area, within the limits of available funding.  The number of awards cannot exceed 25 percent of the applicant pool.  This rule is imposed by the U.S. Internal Revenue Services, which governs the operations of Bechtel Group Foundation.
Selection of recipients is made by Scholarship Management Services.  In no instance does any officer or employee of Bechtel or Bechtel Group Foundation play a part in the selection.  All applicants agree to accept the decision as final.
Recipients may not receive an award from any other scholars program(s) sponsored by Bechtel.

All applicants will be notified by the end of April.  Not all applicants to the program will be selected as recipients.

PAYMENT OF SCHOLARSHIPS
Scholarship Management Services processes scholarship payments on behalf of Bechtel Group Foundation.  Recipients will be advised on how payment will be made.

OBLIGATIONS
Recipients have no obligation to Bechtel Group Foundation.  They are, however, required to notify Scholarship Management Services of any changes in address, school enrollment, or other relevant information and to send a complete transcript when requested.
