Brian worked at the Pentagon for the U.S. Department of Defense in a variety of leadership 

roles, culminating in service as assistant secretary of defense, special operations and low 

intensity conflict (ASD/SOLIC). He started his career with the Central Intelligence Agency in the 

1980s as an analyst and case officer.
